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4 Day Guideline
Below you will find a list of steps for you to go through the different videos in Nathan’s Marketing Tools.

My suggestion is to go through and watch the video for each topic, then go and search through that particular site yourself. Remember the best way to learn is to jump in and go for it. I’m giving you the basics, but you have to figure out the ways to use each tool to best benefit you.

DAY 1:

Gmail: 1 Hour

· Watch the video, once the video is finished go to the website located at http://www.gmail.com  sign up for an account, and play with the different tools yourself. I can honestly say I have learned a ton of information through trial and error. Be sure to check out Google Docs at http://www.docs.google.com 
Yola: 4 Hours

· Now Yola is simple once you get the hang of it. It’s a platform where you can build websites for no cost. Its very cool and I defiantly recommend you watch the video, and experiment with the website. You can set up an account by visiting http://www.yola.com 
DAY 2:

Html Edit: 30min

· It’s a free tool you can use for checking your different coding, prior to inserting it into your site. It’s a very valuable tool, and I believe you will appreciate it as much as I do. So watch the video, and go to http://www.htmledit.squarefree.com  to check it out.

Cam Studio: 1hr

· The videos you are currently watching are done with a digital camera, and a free video recording software online. So after viewing the video you can check out the tool at http://www.camstudio.com  and download your free copy.

Movie Maker: 5hrs

· Now if your intentions are to make videos you need a tool to edit them. If you’re using a windows computer they come with Windows Movie Maker which is what I have always used. I recommend the tool, but there is alot of things you can do so it will require your full attention, but its well worth it.

DAY 3:
You Tube: 2hrs

· Now if you’re ever on the computer, then I’m sure you are familiar with You Tube, but if not it’s a video hosting website. Therefore you can upload as many videos as you like for free. So watch the brief video, and check it out at http://www.youtube.com  you can log in by using the same information you set up your Gmail account with.

Pay pal: 1hr

· If you are going to accept payments on any website you need to have a merchant account, and while there are many, Pay pal is a great one to start with. Watch the video, and then go over to http://www.paypal.com , sign up for an account, and spend some time playing around.

Get Response: 5hrs

· Now if you are going to create a contact list you need an auto responder like get response. An auto responder is a way to automate your website, and help your customers get what they want. So watch the short video, and look over it by going to http://www.getresponse.com . Now if you set up an account it will run you around $18 - $20 a month. You can set it up if you want, but my goal is for you to just be familiar with it. In fact I believe they allow you to set up a free account, so be sure and check into that.

1&1 Domains: 1hr

· Everyone with a website needs a domain name to direct people to. For example a domain is google.com. So watch the video, and visit http://www.1&1.com .

DAY 4:
PPC “Google Ad words: 5hrs

· Now ppc will require you to be constantly studying, and Google Ad words is a study course created by Google to help you understand it. So watch the video and the links to the information will be included in the video.
